I am writing as your constituent to request your support for the implementation of a national framework for the Domestic Violence Disclosure Scheme, commonly known as Clare’s Law.
Domestic violence continues to devastate individuals, families, and communities across Australia. Despite increased public awareness, preventative protections remain limited, and too many people are left in danger before harm occurs.
Clare’s Law is a proven early-intervention measure that allows a person to request information about a partner’s history of violence or abuse, empowering them to make informed and safer decisions. The scheme is already saving lives in the UK, New Zealand, and Canada. South Australia’s model is now considered global best practice, and the UK is currently reviewing improvements based on South Australia’s success.
However, Australia still lacks a consistent national approach. This means someone’s safety depends on geography, whether they happen to live in a jurisdiction where access to disclosure exists.
Why Progress Has Stalled, and Why That Must Change
Policy decisions in NSW and nationally are currently being based on extremely limited research.
The NSW pilot evaluation relied on:
• only 12 participants with lived experience
• 105 applications in 19 months
• $2.3 million in public funding spent
• a conclusion of “limited evidence” to expand the scheme
 → despite the tiny sample size
Similarly, Monash University research, now repeatedly cited in federal debate, involved only 11 lived-experience participants, with most voices coming instead from academics and legal institutions.
📌 These small studies are being used to delay national reform.
📌 Lived-experience expertise is still largely absent from the design table.
📌 Lack of uptake in trials reflects lack of awareness and safety, not lack of need.
We cannot continue making decisions about those most at risk without their voices.
On 3 November 2025, a petition calling for a national Clare’s Law framework, signed by 133,223 Australians, was formally presented to the House of Representatives and referred to the Attorney-General. Under parliamentary requirements, a ministerial response is due within 90 days.
What I Am Asking
I respectfully ask you to:
1. Support the establishment of a national Clare’s Law framework through National Cabinet;
2. Work in partnership with lived-experience leader, Jo Cooper, founder of The Good Warrior and initiator of the national petition, to ensure the framework is effective, practical, and informed by those directly impacted by domestic and family violence;
3. Advocate for dedicated funding and resourcing to guarantee consistent rollout and operation across all states and territories; and
4. Champion this initiative publicly as a critical early-intervention measure that can save lives.
All Australians deserve equitable access to safety, no matter where they live.
